This year, The Arts Center will lose $40,000 of its city funding - this represents a significant portion of our 
operating budget. We are addressing this loss of income by adopting a series of changes, including 
campaigning to increase donations and memberships, increasing class tuitions and raising artwork 
commission rates.  These changes will allow The Arts Center to continue to provide a diverse range of 
arts programming to Linn and Benton Counties.
